Continued from page 1...Our Church 

 

poor, slave or free, well dressed or 

poorly dressed, well groomed or poorly 

groomed!   

 

To speak directly to Grace Baptist and 

to Christians across this nation, we are 

called to love and pray for the Hispanic 

immigrants as much as ï if not more 

than, our fellow citizen of the United 

States. Godôs Kingdom detonates the 

political lines drawn by human 

governments, and we belong to His 

Kingdom first.  

 

What we do locally has a global affect.  

When we send out missionaries from 

our body we are sending out a piece of 

the Christian culture we have nurtured 

here at Grace.  It is like sending out a 

seed from a tomato plant and planting 

it in a garden across the country.  It 

will not produce a fig tree, a pineapple, 

or a star-fruit!  That plant will 

resemble and produce similar fruit to 

the parent plants from which it came.   

 

So, what does our garden here at GBC 

look like?  What fruit are we producing?  

Is it the fruit of the Spirit (Galatians 

5:23-24)?  How do we know?   

 

The spirit and character of the 

individual members of the church 

testifies to the kind of fruit we produce 

as a church.  I ask you, are you yielding 

yourself to the great gardener of your 

soul?  Are you becoming more loving, 

joyful and peaceful?  Is God producing 

patience in you?  Are you learning to be 

kind and gentle when someone is 

hurtful towards you? Are you praying 

for those that are persecuting you?  Are 

you growing in faithfulness, goodness, 

and self-control?  Are you serving the 

body of Christ here at GBC? 

Philippians 2:13 tells us ñit is God who 

works in you, both to will and to work 

for his good pleasure.ò  Ultimately, God 

is the one working in us; however, verse 

12 tells us we are to be obedient to Him, 

for God accomplishes His will through 

us!  What an honor!  So our 

responsibility is to, out of love and joy, 

obey Him and ñwork out,ò or show, our 

salvation in holy fear and trembling!  

Our acts of service put on display our 

salvation - our faith in Him, and we 

know that he is a rewarder of those who 

seek Him (Hebrews 11:6)! 

 

Therefore, when you see a need here at 

the church or out in the community, let 

your first reaction be to ask ñhow can I 

help!ò  Let your salvation show by your 

acts of service, and let God be the one 

who rewards you.  Here at Grace, WE 

produce the fragrance of Christ as we 

are the branches that bear fruit in His 

garden.  I encourage you to take 

initiative and responsibility for the 

fragrance we emit as a church.  Plant 

yourself so you may have nourishment 

to grow as you abide in the Vine, Jesus 

Christ.   
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 The mission of Indian Bible College is parallel to that of the great commission. IBC is dedicated to 
training Native leaders to go out to the Native people and change the world for Jesus Christ. The facts are 
staggering. The alcoholism rate, the teen pregnancy rate, and the suicide rate of Native Americans are 
higher than any other people group in the U.S. Do these people need Jesus? Of course they do, but before they 
can ñgetò Jesus, there has to be someone sent to tell them about Him. That is precisely what IBC is doing. 
  
 Grace Baptist Church had the privilege of taking a 16 -person group to IBC in Flagstaff, AZ to help 
them accomplish this mission.  We had the opportunity to work on the campus to make it nicer and more 
accommodating for the students of Indian Bible College. From cleaning dorm rooms, to moving their IT  
work station, to refinishing their board room table, the Grace Baptist crew helped make the campus a more 
enjoyable place for the Native students to live and learn.
